s There are ONLY 3 MAJOR stages to any Wedding:
(1) The Bride’s dress ; (2) The Ceremony ; (3) The Reception

] Anything else outside these areas are just complementary on
“ the day.

The ORIGINAL Wedding Dress was just another formal
dress used for the occasion.

White Dress is commonly credited to Queen Victoria
when she married Prince Albert in 1840.

Thus the Wedding Dress is associated with Royalty and
Prestige. It is a way for a woman to declare to her groom he is worthy of her. Of course, it
also declares the prestige behind that woman, so to speak.

The next stage is the Ceremony, tradition tells us brides declaring to her & his peers
and family she is taking this man to unitedly share custody of his future life, goals and
aspirations. This is a public declaration, so a Bride and a Groom like to have as many as they
possibly can at this Ceremony.

The final stage is the Reception, when a Groom & Bride traditionally share their First
Meal together as Husband and Wife. This stage declares to the world the joy they have for
one another, and to those who matter to them most—Family & Friends.

Any other stage that comprise the success of this Event is really complementary and
trivial — like Celebrants, Photographers, Chauffeurs, Planners, Hair & Make-up Artists,
Videographers, Stationers, and some others.

Hence it is fitting to say, it is tough and extremely competitive industry we belong to.

However TRADITIONALLY, the Wedding starts with a Limousine drive as the Bride is
transported to her Groom in wait.

Although many services may have been used to this stage, The Limousine Drive to the
Ceremony is the FIRST PUBLIC declaration a Bride has on her day.

It is imperative this is done in the most outlandish and luxurious way. After all we are
chauffeuring Royalty dressed in White - NOT JUST TRANSPORTING.
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Yes ... I have been associated
with another Jewish Wedding. '

It is ONLY fitting that I share
this information with you
once again.

In my assignment sheet, I had 2 Ceremony times: Badeken @ 2:30pm &
Chuppah @ 2:40pm. So I was curious and slightly confused on the times. As soon as I got
back to the office, I had to investigate.

These were my findings:

After the kabbalat panim receptions comes the badeken, the veiling ceremony.

A procession headed by the groom goes to the bridal reception room, where the groom covers the
bride's face with a veil.

The custom of covering the bride's face with a veil originated with our matriarch Rebecca, who
covered her face when meeting her groom, Isaac.

The veil emphasizes that the groom is not solely interested in the bride's external beauty, which
fades with time, but rather in her inner beauty which she will never lose. It also emphasizes the innate
modesty that is a hallmark of the Jewish woman. The bride's face remains veiled for the duration of the
Chupah Ceremony, affording her privacy at this holy time.

After the groom veils the bride, the parents of the bride and groom approach the bride and bless
her. The groom's entourage then retreats from the room. The bride and groom proceed with their
chupah preparations and everyone else continues to the site of the chupah, the marriage canopy.*
