          When I initially got my Driver s Licence some 30+ years ago, I recall having a      

discussion about stopping a vehicle UP hill or DOWN hill. 

          The instructor told me, when you are stopping/parking any vehicle up hill or down hill, 

your front wheels should be facing the kerb. In case there is a malfunction or the parking 

cable snaps, the vehicle will use the kerb to come to a rest.  

          It is better for a vehicle to just drop a few inches to the kerb than to run down hill and 

smash into other parked vehicles or damage property.
