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The area in front of Melbourne Airportõs terminal building is used by a variety of ground transport operators                 

and services, as well as for public drop-off and pick-up of passengers. 

To reduce congestion and provide airport users with a better experience, Melbourne Airport is undertaking 

an $18 million project that will change the way the forecourt operates. 

The first stage of the Forecourt Redevelopment is underway to start easing congestion in front of the terminal 

building, making it easier for passengers to arrive in the pick-up area, and depart. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Night construction works has commenced outside the terminal building to separate buses from cars, which 

includes improving lane surfaces, widening the road, and colouring the bus-only lanes red. 

On Tuesday 8 November, vehicles using the premium parking at the front of the terminal building were relo-

cated to new areas within the airport precinct. This included Victorian Hire car Association (VHA) vehicles, 

Parkroyal guests and couriers. 

At midnight Monday 7 November, the area was temporarily fenced in preparation for construction to take 

place. 

By the end of 2011, this area, to be known as the Outer Lane, will re-open as one-minute pick-up parking bays 

for the general public. Disabled pick-up bays will also relocate to the Outer Lane at the end of the year as 

well as shuttle bus pick-ups. 

Other changes to come into effect by the close of 2011 include the traffic lanes at the front of the terminal 

building, which will see authorised buses and taxis separated from other buses and private vehicles. 

The Inner Lane, that closest to the terminal building, will be accessed only by authorised buses and taxis 

while the Middle Lane will be utilised by buses only. Where buses only are permitted in a lane, over head 

signage will be complimented by painted red lanes. 

The Forecourt Redevelopment project complies with Melbourne Airport Master Plan 2008 and the Ground 

Transportation Plan, both of which refer to maximising road infrastructure and the segregations of vehicle 

movements in front of the terminal.
